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2 Extensions:
1. The first thing I added was a predictive strategy for the turtles.  At each tick, the turtles look at the payoff that their partner received and the payoff that their partner could have received had they chosen the other strategy.  If this potential payoff of the partner is larger than the received payoff of the partner, then the turtle assumes the partner will make the smarter choice in the future.  At this point, the turtle then looks at its own payoffs given that its partner will make the smarter choice.  It checks to see which strategy gives a larger payoff, then assigns a higher probability to that strategy.  The rationale for this extension is that turtles (or people) are smart in the sense that they will do what’s best for them, but only what’s best given the most likely choices of others.  In other words, being able to predict the decisions of others leads to a smarter and more realistic decision for yourself.
2. The next change I made was pretty substantial.  I decided that it may be more interesting to look at a population of the 2 players and to see how the probability distributions developed with interactions from an assortment of others.  I modeled the turtle behavior from the “N-person iterated prisoner’s dilemma” model.  As far as the setup goes, the user now selects how many turtles to observe.  Approximately half of them become “Player 1” and the other half become “Player 2” (this distinction is important for the utility payoffs).  The turtles, then, wander aimlessly and partner up when they run into an opposing player.  They then play the game and learn from their decisions.  All of the rules for learning have still remained the same.  Furthermore, while I still hope to monitor the change in probability over time, I’m also going to monitor the number of turtles within a certain probability range with the use of a histogram.
